


FORTHCOMING BPCC EVENTS:

British experts shared best-practice in pro-
moting world-class industrial heritage 

tourism at the fourth annual British-Polish 
Railway and Industrial Heritage Partnership 
seminar, held this year in Poznań on 7 De-
cember. The outcome of the meeting was 
the creation of a national umbrella body for 
Poland, analogous to the UK’s Heritage Rail 
Association. Representatives of heritage rail-
ways from all around Poland, local authorities 
and the state railway operator, PKP, met to 
discuss common problems and to hear about 
the British experience in turning rusting relics 
into high-earning tourist attractions.

Among delegates present was Howard 
Jones, who runs the Wolsztyn Experience, 
which off ers foreign visitors the chance to 
footplate on steam engines running the last 
scheduled passenger and freight steam-op-
erated trains in Europe. He was presented 
with an outstanding achievement award in 
recognition of his major contribution in in-
creasing the visibility of railway heritage in 
Poland. (British railway enthusiasts working 
in association with Jones brought over a Great 
Western Railway ‘Small Prairie’ locomotive 
to Poland earlier this year to take part in the 
centenary celebrations of Wolsztyn Steam 
Depot.) Awards were also presented to the 
Piaseczno Railway Association, the Polish Nar-
row Gauge Railway Foundation and the Zloty 
Stok Gold Mine.

David Morgan, chairman of the Heritage 
Rail Association and president of Fedecrail, 
the European Federation of Museum and 
Tourist Railways, stressed the importance of 
an impartial, nationwide body to lobby eff ec-
tively on such issues as new regulations, as 
well as to act as a cooperation and informa-
tion network between various, geographical-

ly-dispersed, operators. As in previous years 
the British-Polish Chamber of Commerce 
supported the event, this year fi elding Head 
of Policy, Michael Dembinski, who described 
how industrial heritage tourism has become 
a major catalyst for economic revival in the 
formerly run-down slate quarrying areas of  
North Wales. Seminar Coordinator, Andrew 
Goltz, who founded the Swanage Railway in 
Dorset, continued with the theme of econom-
ic revival and described how new EU grants 
could be harnessed by industrial heritage mu-
seums and tourist railways in Poland.

Previous British-Polish industrial heritage 
seminars have taken place in Warsaw (at the 
British Embassy’s Commercial Section), in the 
Textile Museum in Lodz and in PKP Cargo’s en-
gineering workshops in Kraków. BPRIHP chair-
man Mike Pease expressed the hope that the 
Poznan meeting will be the last such meeting 
to be organised by Brits, with the initiative for 
such an annual meeting now being handed 
over to the Polish Federation of  Local and 
Tourist Railways and Technical Heritage, the 
new umbrella body that the British experts 
group has helped to set up.

Lack of transparency, inconsistency between 
Polish and EU public procurement law, im-
possibly short deadlines for submitting bids, 
suspiciously drafted technical specifi cations, 
questionable decisions and poor communica-
tion lead to the perception that intended out-
comes of many high profi le public tenders are 
known from the outset. This half-day seminar 
is aimed at senior managers from internation-
al businesses that have invested in Poland, and 
also at lawyers and consultants specialising in 
the fi eld. This will be a closed event, whose for-
mat is designed to off er maximum opportu-
nity to speak freely about problems encoun-
tered with the public procurement process in 
Poland and to draw up suggestions for improv-
ing procedures and transparency. Conclusions 
and suggestions from the seminar will be for-
mulated into an offi  cial memorandum from 
the BPCC to the President of the Offi  ce of Pub-
lic Procurement, which will also be issued as a 
press release.
